| can’t hear sound from my unit?
If you cannot hear sound from your unit the please re-check your cable connection and make sure all cables are securely connected.

A common set-up mistake is plugging the audio cables into the Red and White AUDIO INPUT of your Television or AV source. Sound will not play from the unit when plugged
into an AUDIO INPUT source. To correctly connect the cables you must connect to an AUDIO OUTPUT source.

The power on my wireless transmitter does not turn on?
Check to see if the batteries have power and are correctly inserted. If the transmitter does not turn on you may need a replacement wireless transmitter. Contact us at

There is static interfering with the sound?
Try switching both the transmitter and the control panel to another channel. If you have tried all of the channels and are still hearing interference your location has too many
radio waves and the unit will need to be plugged in directly through the cables.

The power on my unit does not turn on?

Check to make sure the outlet you are using is in working condition, and the power adapter is securely connected to the unit. Press the power button on the control panel and
the LED light will light up. If you have tried this procedure and your unit still does not turn on you may need a replacement power adapter. To order replacement parts visit
Www.pyramat.com.
